Course Description
[bookmark: bookmark=id.3znysh7]
This course will focus on the fundamentals of cognitive psychology, its beginnings, and the developments of constructs and understanding of human learning, memory, executive functions, social cognition, and the interaction between cognition and emotions. We will approach fundamental constructs and studies (e.g., clinical cases that provided the first evidence of the separation between long-term and short-term memories) and up-to-date integration with current, seminal studies of modern cognitive and neurocognitive psychology. At the end of the course, students should be able to understand the fundamental constructs of cognitive psychology from both a historical/seminal and up-to-date, cognitive and neurobiological perspective.
Course Objectives

Students should be able to understand and critically discuss the main constructs of memory, executive function, social cognition, language and others that are addressed during the course. Students will be engaged with discussions and empirical evidence about each construct and its relation to development, clinical aspects and manifestations, among others. The goal is to develop a clear understanding of fundamental concepts of cognitive psychology, its origins and seminal studies, and the current developments, especially associated with cognitive neuroscience. 

Course Outline and Schedule

This is an intersession course, which means it is carried out over a shorter period. Quizzes and tests are an integral part of checking student learning and effective dedication of time to the course. Therefore, they must be taken in due time.
