Course Description

Not open to Art majors. Intended primarily for students who are not art majors.

Introduction to the visual arts, past and present. The visual language of artists, historical and cultural significance of works of art. TOI-1, TO1-2.
This course introduces students to the broad spectrum of visual art offering global and historical perspectives. To gain an appreciation of visual art and the creative process, emphasis is on learning about the visual language employed by artists and on how to use the descriptive analysis process. Topics include the themes and purposes of art; the vocabulary of art and composition; art mediums (drawing, painting, sculpture, printmaking, the camera arts, communication design, environmental art, performance art and architecture); historical and cultural significance of specific works of art and seminal artists; survey of art from Paleolithic to modern time.

Course Methodology
[bookmark: h.qadz7w5ykas8]Topics and concepts are covered via readings from the texts + session pages (lecture notes, additional professor’s notes, etc), viewing works of work, virtual museum visits, individual research, assignments and discussions.

Communicate with the professor through Messages. You can expect a response within 24 hours, but usually sooner than that.
Course Requirements and Grading

Couse Components 
Session Activities
Course content is divided into 8 sessions, each session worth 100 points. Dates for each session and due dates for each session’s learning activities (discussions and assignments) are available on the Weekly Schedule. 

Each session includes readings (text + session pages) and one or more activity designed to explore specific topics, concepts and terminology introduced and explained in that session.  For some activities, some research is required.

Activity formats include:
· discussions
· larger groups of 6-10 members 
· mid-sized groups 4-6 members 
· small group discussions comprised of 2-3 members
· individual assignments
· short answer and short essay
· multiple choice, multiple answer, true/false
Midterm: Individual Student-led Discussion 
Comprised of four inter-connected components: virtual museum visit, leading a discussion, responding to others’ discussions; and summarizing your discussion. Due dates and times on the Weekly Schedule. 

Final Paper
Comprised of two sections: one that reviews course content and one that lets you get creative! Due date and time on the Weekly Schedule. University Policy states that no Final can be submitted or taken later than the scheduled date unless there are extenuating circumstances.  If an extenuating circumstance exists, the student must contact the Dean of Students office http://www.dos.uconn.edu/ in advance to request an opportunity to submit/take a Final other than at the scheduled time; supporting documentation will be required.

POLICIES

Due Dates 
All due dates and times are identified in the Weekly Schedule. Deadlines are based on Eastern Standard Time; if you are in a different time zone, please adjust your submittal times accordingly or contact me, Professor Bramble, if an extenuating circumstance applies. Please note that an instructor reserves the right to change dates accordingly as the semester progresses.  All changes will be communicated in an appropriate manner.

All activities, midterm components and final paper are due by the date noted on the Weekly Schedule.

Late Policy
ASSIGNMENTS
Multiple Choice, Multiple Answer and True/False Assignments accepted up to two days maximum from due date with a half letter grade deduction for each day/due time late. If you chose to submit a second attempt, it must be submitted within one day from your first attempt. This includes weekends.

For example, for an assignment assessed at 88% (B+ level work ) but submitted one day late, the grade earned is reduced to 85% (B level work ). If you submitted two days late, grade earned reduced to 82% (B- level work). 

No work accepted beyond the two-day maximum unless arrangements have been made with the professor. Submitting very late work due only to extenuating circumstances will be handled on an individual basis.

Written Assignments accepted up to 2 days maximum from the due date with half a letter grade deduction for each due day/due time late. This includes weekends. 

For example, for an assignment assessed at 88% ( B+) but submitted one day late, the grade earned is reduced to 85% (B); if two days late, reduced to 82% (B-). 

No work accepted beyond the two-day maximum unless arrangements have been made with the professor. 
Submitting very late work due only to extenuating circumstances will be handled on an individual basis.

DISCUSSION POSTS
Accepted up to 1 day maximum with a full letter grade deduction. This includes weekends. For example, for a discussion post assessed as 92 (A-), but submitted one day late, grade earned is reduced to a 82% (B-).

No work accepted beyond the one-day maximum unless arrangements have been made with the professor. 
Submitting very late work due only to extenuating circumstances will be handled on an individual basis.


MIDTERM (EACH COMPONENT) 
Not accepted late except in the case of extenuating circumstances and based on discussion with the professor. 

FINAL PAPER
Not accepted late per university policy.

Revised Work Policy
If you are asked to revise an assignment or discussion post, your revision is due within two days of the date when the grade was posted, unless an alternative date is agreed upon.

Please note that submitting ChatGPT-generated text as your own work constitutes plagiarism, earning a grade of “0”. There are no ‘do-overs.’

· When responding to another’s post, do much more than state agreement or disagreement. Justify and support your observations. The most successful postings include examples, reasons, and facts; cite sources when used.
· Opinions are ok to include but they must be supported by actual facts and example.
· If you disagree with something, state why. Respect others' ideas and points of view. Feel free to disagree but express your point of view in a respectful manner. Disrespectful communication is poor communication and not acceptable.
· If you really like something that you've read, explain why. 
· When contributing to a discussion, read other people's postings. Introduce new ideas, but also build on what others have said – ‘piggy-back’ - on other people's ideas.  Help to move the discussion along. 
Student Code

All researched and referenced information that you use for your discussions and assignments must be cited – this includes information you include from our Getlein and Sayre texts and information from the Session content. Use MLA in-text citations and list citations using MLA format at the end of all assignments and discussion postings. ALWAYS CITE IMAGE SOURCE WEBSITE. Use databases and google scholar more; use google and general websites less; avoid blogs and the like. Remember: information from a source other than you must be either paraphrased or quoted AND ALWAYS CITED. A post or assignment that is simply pasted in from another source accompanied by a citation is academically unacceptable -- you must paraphrase or put the information in quote AND CITE THE SOURCE.
